1x Painted Metal Frame - Sharp Knife or Scissors
1x Roll Double-Sided Tesa Tape - Clean Flat Working Area
1x Finishing Tool - AA Battery

1x Clock Assembly

2 x Sets of Minute and Hour Hands (1 x Black Set, 1 x White Set)
1x Second Hand (Red)
